1. LET’S TRAVEL 

Browsing the Internet is a bit like walking on snow. You leave traces when you browse different 
websites. Like your footprints in the snow, the traces you leave on the Internet cannot be used 
to directly reveal your identity. However, they do give some clues about you: the configuration 
of your computer, your region, the language you are most likely speaking, your interests, etc.  
 

The objective of the document you are currently reading is to:  

- Inform you of the existence of these traces. 
- Inform you of how we use them. 
- And explain how you can avoid leaving traces or delete them. 

 

2. BUT IN THE COMPUTING FIELD, WHAT ARE TRACERS? 
 

In computing, tracers (among which « cookies » are the best known) are data used by servers 
to send information to a web browser or mobile application and are then used by that browser 
or web application to return the information to the original server.  

The information can be, for example, a session identifier, a language, an expiration date, a 
response field, etc. 

Whilst active in the user’s device, tracers are used to store information when a user accesses 
various pages of a website or mobile application or when this user returns to this website or 
mobile application at a later stage. 

On the Internet, there are different categories of tracers: 

- Session tracers, which are deleted as soon as you exit the browser or the website. 
- Persistent tracers, which remain on your device until their expiration or until you delete 

hem by changing the settings in your browser. 
 

On our website, we use internal cookies, registered on the domain name of the website that 
we publish, known as “first party cookies” and cookies provided by third parties known as “third 
party cookies”, which are cookies from a domain different than the domain of the website you 
are visiting.   
 
 

3. OUR USAGE OF TRACERS 
 

We use cookie and other tracers for the following purposes: 
 
Strictly Necessary Cookies  
These cookies are necessary for the website to function and cannot be switched off in our 



 
 
 

 
systems. They are usually only set in response to actions made by you and that constitute  a 
request for services, such as setting your privacy preferences, logging in or filling in forms.  
 
Functional Cookies 
These cookies enable to improve and customize the website’s  functionalities. They may be 
set by our teams or by third party providers whose services we have added to our pages. If 
you do not allow these cookies, some or all of these services may not function properly. 
 
Performance Cookies  
These cookies allow us to count visits and traffic sources so we can measure and improve the 
performance of our website. They help us to know which pages are the most and least popular 
and see how visitors browse the website. All information these cookies collect is aggregated 
and therefore anonymous. If you do not allow these cookies we will not know when you have 
visited our website. 
 
Analytics Cookies  
Performance cookies include analytics cookies. These latter allow to track your activity on the 
Internet, and in particular the way you arrived on the website.  
 
Targeted Advertising Cookies 
These cookies may be set through our website by our advertising partners. They may be used 
by those companies to build a profile of your interests and show you relevant ads on other 
websites. They do not directly store personal information, but are based on the unique 
identification of your browser and internet device. If you do not allow these cookies, you will 
experience less targeted advertising.   
 
Social Media Cookies   
These cookies are set by a range of social media services that we have added to the website 
to enable you to share our content with your network and friends. They allow us to track your 
browsing across other websites and establish a profile of your interests. This may impact the 
content and messages you see on other websites you visit. If you do not allow these cookies 
you may not be able to use or see these sharing tools.
